This year on the Ballot the Board of Directors asked the ASPOA membership to choose in regard to annual 
bulk trash service.  The community responded clearly with a unanimous vote for Clean Sweep.  The Board of 
Directors have promptly responded to the voice of the community by scheduling a Fall Clean Sweep to be held 
on Saturday, October 6, 2007 from 9:00am to 2:00pm.   
 
Longtime residents of Apache Shores are familiar with annual clean sweep, as for 
many years prior, excluding 2006, the residents have looked forward to and par-
ticipated in ASPOA Annual Clean Sweep.  Some of our new residents may be 
askingé. òwhat is clean sweepó?  Clean Sweep is held once a year on a Satur-
day from 9:00am to 2:00pm.  Each member is allowed to bring household garbage 
and disposable items to the Apache Shores parking area along with a current paid 
bill from TDS.  The member would be checked in and allowed to dump their 
trailer/truck load of garbage at no charge.  This trash could be most anything; 
tree limbs, old building materials, couches, appliances, mattresses, etc.  In the past 
we have removed as much as 52 tons of trash out of Apache Shores in one Sat-
urday.  Some items are not allowed such as; old tires, batteries, refrigerators or 
ac units or any other hazardous chemicals and/or materials.  Each member will be 
allowed one dump unless time and roll-off dumpster space permits more than 
one load.  In previous years members also walked the streets with neighbors 
picking up trash and cleaning up the neighborhood.  This trash could be most 
anything; tree limbs, old building materials, couches, appliances, mattresses, etc.  If you are interested in volun-
teering to assist with roadside clean up, please contact the ASPOA office at 512-266-2719. 
 
Just a reminder that all Apache Shores TDS customers are eligible for one yearly coupon to dispose of one (1), 
three (3) cubic yard free dump load at Eco Depot.  Upon arrival at Eco-Depot, you will be required to present 
your current, paid TDS billing along with your drivers license.  Your coupon also entitles you to one cubic yard 
of mulch or soil at Eco-Depot.  Contact the ASPOA office to obtain your coupon.

Services find you?....... 

Travis County emergency services report they continue to 
have difficulty finding homes in our neighborhood due to the 
lack of proper house identification.   For the purpose of health 
and safety and at the request of the Travis County Emergency 
Services, the 2003 Board of Directors adopted the following         
policy:  All owners must display their house numbers, on 
their property, in a location clearly visible from the street, 
free of vegetation/obstruction, numbers be at least four (4) 
inches high and clearly visible at night.  Violation of this pol-
icy will result in a deed restriction violation notice and possi-
ble fines.  To avoid being in violation, house numbers must be 
posted no later than August 1, 2007.    
 
Emergency Services recommends dark background with light 
colored reflective numbers.

 The March Board of Directors election produced a clear mandate to restrict 
move on houses, older mobile home move-ons and to generally clean-up our neighbor-
hoods. 
 The new ARC members, Ron Tobin, Peter Lohmann, Bob White, Walter Jonas 
and Michael Wright heard the mandate loud and clear. 
 The ARC presented proposals at the May board meeting to: 
  (1)  Place a moratorium on move-on house while a legal opinion is solicited to deter-
mine their legality as they relate to the ASPOA Deed Restrictions.  No move-on homes will be al-
lowed under the moratorium. 
  (2)  Rework the process by which mobile homes over five years old are permitted.   
 The process will require a more thorough detailed inspection and certification procedure.  
They will still be handled as a variance request and require ASPOA board approval. 
 The ARC proposals were all approved by the Board of Directors. 
 At the June ASPOA board meeting, proposals were Board approved that change the paper-
work and procedural flow for the processing of Category I Building Permits. Category I is comprised 
mostly of new construction and remodels. 
 These changes will make the process less cumberson and less labor intensive. In the long term, 
a goal is to simplify and standardize the procedure(s) without a loss of community input and review. 
 The ARC hopes to make a significant impact in the quality of the building projects approved in 
our neighborhood.  Ron Tobin,  ARC Chairman/Director of Architecture       

Architectural Review Committee Report 

 Did you receive a letter saying you are in violation of the deed restrictions?  
The ASPOA continues to enforce the deed restrictions with monthly drives in the commu-
nity.  The most common violations are trash on property, inoperable vehicles, junk on prop-
erty, needed repairs (such as painting structures, damaged fences, damaged or incomplete 
retaining walls), underpinning constructed of metal, wood or even non-existent, piles of 
dried brush, failure to post house numbers in a visible location, construction without a permit 
and contractors working outside of contractors hours.  If you receive a Friendly Reminder, 
please respond by calling Pioneer or remedy the violation within the ten days allowed.  If the 
violation is not resolved, you will receive a Warning Letter on the next drive, giving you ten 
more days to resolve.  If your violation remains unresolved, you will start being fined every 
15 days.  The adopted fine schedule is Fine 1-$50, Fine 2-$100, Fine 3-$150, Fine 4-$200 
and $200 for each fine thereafter until you reach Fine 7.  At that point, legal action will be 
taken.  
 If you receive a violation letter and cannot resolve it by the deadline date, be sure to 
call Pioneer at 512-447-4496 ext 425.  They will work with you to bring your property into 
compliance.

By the time this newsletter has been posted, we should have several roads paved in asphalt (or portions 
of).  On the list are: 
 
Buffalo Trail    Indian Creek (portions)  Red Feather @ Long Bow 
Lariat Trail    Yellow Bird (portions)  Pima Trail 
Coyote Court    Little Beaver (portions)  
 
Still to come, as soon as we are out of this unusually rainy season, will start patching roadways.  Then, 
when the contractors are able to schedule us, we will start on this years roads to be paved with Chip and 
Seal.  They are as follows: 
 
Hunters Pass (west of Red Fox)   Red Fox (remainder of unpaved) 
Moeta (remainder of unpaved)   Saskatchewan (portions to the southwest end) 
 
We are hoping to be complete with phase one road paving (all roads paved to some 
degree), by the end of 2008.  If all goes as planned, we will take a year off (other 
than pothole patching) to spend time upgrading our infrastructure.  The  ASPOA   
Office and Community Hall are in need of siding repair and painting.  The Lakeside 
Park has damaged boat docks as well as needed renovations, as well. 
 
When we start back with the roads, we will start bringing one road at a time up to 
county standards.  County standards are required for the county dedications of road-
ways.  Once dedication is final, the County will then be responsible for maintaining that roadway. 
 
Thank you to the members for being patient in the for upgrading process.  Our roads have been left to us 
to deteriorate for about thirty years.  By the end of Phase One, it will have been a long seven years of 
working to make these roads passable.  Once these roads are easier to travel on, we can take time to do 
them right and get out of the roads business.
